Our vision is to have a camp that is local and inexpensive but still provides a memorable experience for the young
people who attend. We feel our camp ministry will differ from other camps you may have attended in that we plan to
have all the fun and activities as a secondary, not a primary emphasis.

Our desire is to have a week of camp where the focus is on God. We want our young people to come away from
camp with a sense of the Lord’s will for their lives. We yearn for them to meet with God in a tangible way. The
obvious question is how to accomplish this goal. After all, it sounds like the goal of any other Bible camp. We
propose the following distinctives.

Our emphasis will be on expository preaching that seeks to honor the Holy Spirit and touch the heart of the
individual.

When pastors, members and youth ministers work together with the campers,
the results are simply amazing. We are not just sending the kids off to camp, but rather we are going to
experience the greatness of God with them!

Our camp will be Bible saturated. In addition to the keynote messages in the evenings we will have a
morning preaching time as well as personal devotions, cabin devotions and a Bible curriculum. Psalm 19:7-
11

The camp will be held at the Dyersdale Baptist Church campground in Cold Springs, Texas. Dates are June
